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ACTVET hosted the ‘'TVET Strategy Retreat’ as part of
the ESI workshops on 30th September 2025. The
retreat brought together key stakeholders from the
TVET sector to collaborate, share insights, and
contribute to shaping ACTVET's strategic direction
for the coming years.

The outcomes highlighted a unified vision to enhance
the TVET ecosystem, empower Emirati talent through
the national skills framework, promote innovation
and Al integration, and strengthen partnerships for
sustainable national impact.
